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In the shadow of Trianon (Part 1)

Hungarian context
There is no real sign of the media  for that for families, for agencies, for state would be important to mention what has happened  this day 93 years before . But in 1918, the eleventh day of the eleventh month at eleventh o’clock the ceasefire went into effect. On the Remembrance Day, for us- for Hungarians - still the impact of Trianon dictate (Antant Powers forced on us) come in our heads,  while the nearly 10 million dead soldiers and similar number of civilian casualties who died in the War are forgotten.

The loss of Hungary - by some estimates - have developed as follows: 

- From the 5.5 million persons who was eligible of being recruited only 3581 thousand was enlisted. 

– From 3581 thousand only 524 thousand returned home safely, and 833 thousand were war prisoners. 

- 1,492,000 soldiers were wounded and 530,965 people died heroically. 

- At the end of the war 15 divisions were able still to fight, which was disbanded by Karolyi. 

The Krajczáros Foundation (http://krajczaros.uw.hu) and War Memorials Care Association (http://haemgo.uw.hu) consider its task to keep alive the memory of a half million soldiers for the living generation who died  and sacrificed their life in the struggles for their country, and due to the command of their home. 

Today, in the center of Europe when approaching the Great War's centennial Anniversary there is more and more importance for learning from past mistakes, and learn to live peacefully and remember in peace in the common in Europe. Guided by these fact sthe Foundation staff and volunteers after the Dead’s day events were involved in remembrance on 11st of November in Olomouc (Cz) and on 12th in Krnsko at Jezero (Slo). The cooperation of the non-governmental organizations for the V4 countries in recent years in this area has a good base and it is getting stronger, but cannot work without public assistance and financial support of the state.

The significance of the programs organized by civil organizations is that the bitter historical events and deliberate forgetting of that should not impact our obligation to take care of the memory of fallen soldiers. Yes, it is also about obligation, as many of our generation lost their great- and great-grandfather in the battlefields. These days have been especially suitable to turn the attention of the authorities to the this question when the preparation of the new law, where specific rules are modified, but most of all, when finalization is happening of the state budget of the next year. As inspite of the state obligation of the 1949th Geneva Convention, during the nearly last 100 years this task never got a separate budget line resource in the state budget. Why is this important?

So, who knows the financial world of the MoD in recent years it is visible for this purpose in a few million forint is not sufficient, but the largest problem is that even this amount is to be among the first items which can be taken away or can be regrouped from the budget in the mid-year. Beyond a patriotic upbringing and education of generations, appears the relation to the tourism, construction, various (sculpture,
literary and musical traditions, etc) cultural creation as well. And the creation and protect of values
is not (can not be) stopped at borders.
That is why not rarely the diplomacy who is representing our country abroad has to pay attention to this issue with more enthusiasm like not forgetting to answer to the invitations and take the participation with a necessary priority and wearing a decent fitting dress on these events. 

But absolutely must speak about the media reflections (or the lack of it). They write only what rise the number of the issuing of the newspapers.  Well probably here should make some correction.
Those who died for their country can not ask anything anymore, can not race with the daily crimes. But  this is our generation’s obligation, how much we can transfer their struggle of our ancestor. When we push this issue in the background- behind the daily events - we question their acts and that their struggle was for useful.

 So there is plenty to do in this area, which needs - domestic and foreign partners’s cooperation, information spreading, and not a little money. 
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
