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Recommendation to the European Commission

The Visegrad Working Group for Military Cemeteries (VWGfMC) and the Hungarian Society for War Memorials (HáEmGo) – according to the EU public consultation options, launched by the European Commission - submit recommendations to introduce a Day of Remembrance of the Fallen Soldiers on Battlefields.  

Year 2013 will be the European Year of Citizens.  As a preparation, the European Commission issued a press release, calling on all the citizens of the European Union to help forming the political agenda of the coming years, and in the framework of the widest public consultation on the rights of the citizens of the EU outline the future of Europe.      

 

VWGfMC Alliance, uniting military cemeteries caretaking NGOs of the "Visegrad Four" (V4) countries and the Székesfehérvár based HáEmGo Society – on initiation of Krajczáros Foundation - take the above opportunity and appeal with the recommendation to the EU Commission, that European Union - on the occasion of the upcoming centenary of the World War I - assigns 11 November to a Day of Remembrance of the Fallen Soldiers on Battlefields.  

This day will be a common celebration, symbolizing the importance of peaceful coexistence of different peoples of the former winners and losers. It gives an opportunity to remember military resistance of many millions of soldiers rested on battlefield and to held events „Remember together in Common Europe”.

 

The signing ceremony of the Recommendation took place in Brno (Czech Republic) on 11 November 2012.

The document was signed by the Heads of the Member organisations of the VWGfMC and the representatives of HáEmGo.
