Members of the Visegrad Working Group for Military Cemeteries appeal 
to the citizens and Governments of the European Nations:

11 NOVEMBER
Assign to a Memorial Day of the Fallen Soldiers on the Battlefields.
Representatives of the European Parliament are kindly requested to promote our initiative.

On the occasion of the centenary of the World War I the decision-preparatory and decision-making bodies of European Union are invited:
Ceremoniously and officially designate and bring into force the Memorial Day in 2014.
Aims of the initiative:

- to contribute to the preservation of the peace,

- to strengthen the European integration,

- to keep the memories of soldiers fallen during the military resistance.

The organization’s activity in 2013:

- propagandize their initiative by means of civil actions,
- call for civil society organisations to join,
