I am really thankful to you for accepting our invitation to remember together the 90 anniversary of the ending the Great War. During the I. World War died 10 million military and there were another 10 million civilian victims. There were lost enormous amount of property. Today we leave in common Europe, in peace. We are all connected with the duty to bow in front of the graves of soldiers. In this cemetery are buried soldiers from different nations. There are soldiers and war prisoners together. Today already there is no importance of which nations are they. That time they were sent to fight in the war. They sacrificed the most important, there life. Looking our common activity I believe we have good basis to continue our cooperation in the future.

Many people ask me why we are doing this job. In our organization we have no payment. Everything is done by volunteers. We are doing this job from our conviction. The task for the civilians in this field is to keep alive thinking in our generation. We are doing our job to fulfill this duty.

At the end I would like to thank everybody who participated in renovation work and assisted in realization of today’s program. I’d like to mention the name of Mr. Dmitrij Omersa, who as a representative of the Slovenian ministry supported our initiative and provided the missing founds to complement our sources.
