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Commemoration

· about the battle of Segesvar and Petőfi, 31.July 2010  - 
The above mentioned lost battle’s name use by school books and publications within our borders usually.

However, the people - 4 km east from Segesvar, at the left coast of the Nagy-Kukullo – remember of the name Fehéregyháza for this tragic event 161 years ago. 
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Many of us know that Petofi was last seen in the battle of Segesvar, led by the revolutionary general Bem against Imperial Russia (led by General Lüders).

Some believe that the poet, who was that time the adjutant of Bem was buried near the “Ispankut” by the main road towards to Héjjasfalva. 

The General took care of Petofi like his son. He respected the so many times victorious Generals, as he mentioned him in everyday language - “ Bem apo”,  -  however often ignored his concerns. After an earlier battle while the army was distributed military decorations, according to the legend – Petofi thanked for him as following: "General, I owe you more than my father, my father gave me only life but you honour too." 
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As Commemoration our Foundation placed a full figure Bem statue (made of wood) – in Szekelykeresztur, in the old Gyárfás Cottage Garden in 2008. Why there? 
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Well, originaly it was planned by the Petofi Garden in Fehéregyháza. Further information about the story with photos can be found in the Foundation's website (see above) news / current Box 066, 064, 053rd 051.

On the other hand – from a historical source - on July 30th, Petofi spent the night in Szekelykeresztur where he recited the poem “ Egy gondolat bánt engemet “  in the courtyard of recently renovated mansion in the shadow of the pear tree - perhaps the last time.


The little town remember each year of this event, the famous people and soldiers they had sacrificed their life. 

So it happened this year too, when apart from the delegates of the sister city Ajka   - hence the statue – the representatives of our Foundation attended too.

A nice part of the event was, when a Guard of Honour was composed of three volunteers from the “Nagykáta Honvédtüzér Hagyományőrző” Foundation, wearing a contemporary uniforms and swords during the three Wreathing. 

One of our organization's values is: it’s not enough only to mention the architectural heritage of our history and take care of the military tombs, if we do not held periodic commemorations on these places. We should remind the young generations for the old events, the participants' motivations and the event's output. The responsibility of our generation is to preserve our cultural heritage and do not allow to sink into oblivion the memory of those military solders they had sacrificed their life for the country.
